Day 2 — Fishing & Paddling continued

Evening — Bass fishing. In the hours before and after sunset, the bass fishing can be really outstanding on many lakes.
Hop in your boat or grab your paddle and fish from a canoe or kayak. During warmer weather, surface baits work
well—and there’s nothing more exciting than seeing a brawny smallmouth or lunker largemouth grabbing the lure right
at the surface.

Day 3 — Boating and Waterskiing

Morning — Cruising the lake. The lakes of Oneida County offer
excellent boating. You'll find completely undeveloped lakes with
pine forests lining the shores, and you'll find postcard perfect
lakes lined with charming cottages and vacation homes. Spend
the morning cruising the lake. Nearly every Oneida County lake
offers one or more boat launches. If you choose not to bring
your own boat, there are several businesses that will rent boats to
visitors.
